Candidate Species: Taxa for which the Fish and Wildlife Service has sufficient biological information to

support a proposal to list as endangered or threatened.

Under federal law the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (http://www.fws.gov/endangered/) and
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (http://Awww.nmfs.noaa.gov/pr/species/esal)
share responsibility for implementing the federal Endangered Species Act of 1973 (Public Law
93-205, 16 U.S.C. § 1531), as amended (http://epw.senate.gov/esa73.pdf). In general, USFWS
has oversight for land and freshwater species and NOAA for marine and anadromous species. In
addition to information about species already listed, the USFWS-Oregon Field Office maintains a
list of Species of Concern (http://www.fws.gov/oregonfwo/Species/Lists/default.asp).
